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GRIP WIDTH I

BICYCLE MEASUREMENT DEFINITIONS

Grip Width

The 3D distance between the midpoints of the
grip contours if both grips traced. Otherwise,
two times the distance perpendicular from the
plane of the bike to the midpoint of the single
traced grip contour.

SWEEP

Grip Reach
The horizontal distance from the front tip of the

saddle to the midpoint of the grip contour.
Grip Drop

The vertical distance from the center point of
the saddle profile to the midpoint of the grip
contour. A negative value signifies the grip
being lower than the saddle.

Bar Sweep Angle

The top view angle between the handlebar
clamp axis and the line from the center of the
handlebar to the midpoint of the grip contour.

Bar Width

The 3D distance between the widest endpoints
of the grip contours if both grips traced.
Otherwise, two times the distance
perpendicular from the plane of the bike to the
widest endpoint of the single traced grip
contour.

Bar Rise
The vertical distance from the top of the
handlebar to the midpoint of the grip contour.

Grip Width

The 3D distance between the midpoints of the
grip contours if both grips traced. Otherwise,
two times the distance perpendicular from the
plane of the bike to the midpoint of the single
traced grip contour.
